Following Ordinance Committee Meeting

Members present: Councilor Lavoie, Councilor Kimball, Councilor Kelcourse, Councilor Scorzoni, Councilor McMilleon, Councilor McClure, Councilor Gilday.

City Clerk, Bonnijo Kitchin opened the meeting at 7:15 p.m. and due to the Council President not being in attendance and the Vice President was acting Mayor she asked for nominations for a President Pro-temp.

Councilor McMilleon nominated Councilor Lavoie and Councilor McClure seconded.

Councilor Kimball moved to close nominations, Councilor McMilleon seconded and it was voted Unanimous

A unanimous vote in favor was taken for Councilor Lavoie stepping into the President Pro-temp position.

Councilor Lavoie stated that bill #2012-055 has been fast tracked because we have a witching hour which is July 3, 2012. Leading up to this the Conservation Commission met and issued a letter on June 20, 2012 fully recommending adoption of this bill as presented. Last night at the Planning Board, they voted to recommend adoption of the proposed changes as submitted. DPW Director, Rob Desmarais can give an overview.
Mr. Desmarais stated that this is a simple map change. FEMA through DCR developed new maps and they asked us to adopt them officially so that our zoning will be in force. This allows flood insurance rates to be set in town for residents to acquire flood insurance and to renew existing flood insurance.

Councilor Lavoie stated that they were given a red lined version of the bill that shows basically that the flood elevations from FEMA’s re-study did not change. The same elevation pertains and the new maps are titled differently, they are articulated differently, they have more detail, better scale digitally available and are going to be GIS compatible.  

Councilor Scorzoni asked why there was not more than a lead in for this.

Mr. Desmarais apologized for such short notice. He stated that the town received them in 2009 and we did our internal review and comments back to DCR, we thought we were done. In the spring DCR e-mailed us and asked if we adopted the maps. We took some time to go through the processes normally and didn’t have enough time and asked for an extension and we were denied and we received that answer just a few weeks ago. 
Councilor Lavoie stated that the final formal step is for this to be incorporated into our zoning ordinances which we should have started six months ago but we were unaware until FEMA sent their e-mail on May 18, 2012 asking for our revised zoning ordinance.
Councilor Neale moved to accept 2012-055 as submitted. Councilor Kelcourse seconded and a roll call voted was taken.
