Councilor McMilleon introduced bill #2010-039 as a second reading.
2010-039 An Order to approve $3,294,627 of debt authorized by the Whittier Voc Tec – 
Mayor Kezer sponsor

Summary:  The Whittier Regional Vocational Technical School District Committee at its regular meeting of March 10, 2010, voted to authorize debt in the amount of $3,294, 627. The scope of the project is a roof replacement for Whittier Tech located at 115 Amesbury Line Rd., Haverhill, MA. It is the replacement of an original roof which is over 35 years old.
Councilor Neale reported that the Finance Committee held its public hearing and it was approved as submitted unanimously.

Councilor Neale moved to accept the Finance Committee recommendation.

Councilor Neale read the bond language into the minutes:

Be it Ordered by the Municipal Council of the Town of Amesbury assembled and by the authority of the same, as follows:  that the Municipal Council approve the debt authorized by the Whittier Regional Vocational Technical High School District on March 10, 2010, in the amount of Three Million, Two Hundred Ninety-Four Thousand, Six Hundred Twenty-Seven ($3,294,627) Dollars for a roof repair project for the Whittier Regional Vocational Technical High School, located at 115 Amesbury Line Road, Haverhill, Massachusetts  01830, which proposed repair project would materially extend the useful life of the school and preserve an asset that otherwise is capable of supporting the required educational program. Said sum to be expended under the direction of the Whittier Regional Vocational Technical High School Building Committee and to meet said appropriation, the Whittier Regional Vocational High Scholl District is authorized to borrow said sum under M.G.L. Chapter 44, M.G.L Chapter 71, Section 16(d), or any other enabling authority; that the city of Amesbury acknowledges that the Massachusetts School Building Authority’s (MSBA) grant program is a non-entitlement, discretionary program based on need, as determined by the MSBA, and any project costs the District incurs in excess of any grant approved by and received from the MSBA shall be the sole responsibility of  the District and assessed annually during the term of outstanding debt to the City of Amesbury pursuant to its Regional Agreement; provided further that any grant that the District may receive from the MSBA for the Project shall not exceed the lesser of (1) 66.18 percent of eligible, approved project costs, as determined by the MSBA, or (2) the total maximum grant amount as determined by the MSBA.
