2011-043 An Ordinance to request that the Municipal Council vote to amend the Amesbury Zoning Bylaw

Summary: As the result of the proposed expansion plans of an existing business the proposed amendment represents a refinement and clarification of dimensional, open space and parking requirements within the Lower Millyard Overlay district as it applies to existing buildings used as manufacturing facilities within the Carriage Hill/Oakland Street section of the area. The intent of the changes are to facilitate the continued reuse of the buildings, and expansion of businesses into the buildings, taking into account the building locations.

Councilor Gilday stated that all Ordinance Committee members attended the Planning Board meeting on August 22, 2011 so they are somewhat familiar with this item.

Nipun Jain, Town Planner, gave an overview of the items in question and there was discussion between the committee and the Town Planner.
Councilor Kelcourse moved to send to the Municipal Council with a recommendation that 2011-043 be accepted as submitted with one amendment on page 4 in section 4.e.1; third line from the bottom of the paragraph after the word discretion, add: and in keeping with the recommendations of the most current Open Space Plan ...
Mr. Scorzoni seconded and it was voted Unanimous (5).
