City Council Finance Committee Meeting

Minutes
Tuesday, September 10, 2013, at 6:30 p.m.
Councilor Neale called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

Members present: Councilor Kimball, Councilor McMilleon, Councilor McClure, Councilor Neale, Councilor Gilday, and Councilor Lavoie, Councilor Scorzoni, and Councilor Kelcourse and Councilor Ferguson arrived at 6:35 p.m.
Councilor Gilday motioned to approve the meeting minutes from June 20, 2013.
Councilor McClure seconded. The minutes were unanimously approved. 

2013-087 An Order that the City Council vote to accept the Quitclaim deed from D.E.C.M. LLC for Parcel A located off Lions Mouth Road.

Summary: This order will accept the quitclaim deed from D.E.C.M.LLC for a parcel of land known as Parcel A, consisting of 8,622 square feet, located off Lions Mouth Rd. as shown on a plan entitled “Definitive Subdivision Plan for Quimby Lane and prepared by Professional Engineers & Land Surveyors, Christiansen & Sergi, Inc. 160 Summer Street, Haverhill, MA 01830” and recorded with the Essex South Registry of Deeds in Plan Book 429, Plan 16.
Nipun Jain, City Planner, explained that the City’s legal council has approved this, provided the City prepares new plans for the layout of Lions Mouth Rd. in order to incorporate Parcel A into the right of way plans, in order for Quimby Ln. at some point to be accepted.
Councilor Lavoie summarized order 087, and said that the Ordinance Committee voted to accept it, provided there was a memo from the Town Planner included. 
Councilor McMilleon moved to accept 2013-87 as recommended by the Ordinance Committee, with the Town Planner’s memorandum included. 

Councilor Kelcourse seconded.

2013-088 An Order to require that the City Council vote to approve the grant of Quitclaim Deed to the Conservation Commission from Albert Coulliard and Roland A. Coulliard for parcel B located off Quimby Lane, Amesbury and to authorize the mayor to accept said gift of property.

Summary: This order will accept the Quitclaim deed from D.E.C.M. LLC for a parcel of land known as Parcel B, consisting of 641,571 square feet (14,7284 acres), more or less (the “Property”), on a plan of land entitled “Definitive Subdivision Plan for Quimby Lane located in Amesbury, MA.” Dated November 15, 2010, prepared by Christiansen & Sergi, Inc., and recorded with the Essex South Registry of Deeds in Plan Book 429, Plan 16.
Nipun Jain summarized order 088.
Councilor Gilday asked what the taxes would be. Nipun Jain said $100-200 per year.
Councilor McClure asked if the residents were aware that the parcel was going to become open space. Nipun Jain said he was not sure how it was presented by the developer, the decision clearly stated that this is open space that could potentially be deeded to the City and it will always remain as conservation land.
Councilor Lavoie requested a copy of the memorandum from Kopelman and Page be obtained for the Council meeting. Nipun Jain said he will get one.

Councilor McClure asked where people would be able to park. Nipun Jain responded that parking would be available on the street.

Councilor Kimball asked about the awareness of the existence of the trails, and how the trails will be maintained. Nipun Jain responded. 

Councilor Gilday moved to table 2013-88 until the October meeting, pending recommendation of the Conservation Commission to include documentation from the Kopelman and Paige Law Firm. 

Councilor McMilleon seconded.
