Tuesday, March 18, 2014, 7 p.m.
Councilor Lavoie called the meeting to order.

Members present: Councilor Lavoie, Councilor Kelcourse, Councilor Bartley, Atty. Johnson, and Atty. Raffa.

Guest members: Nipun Jain, and Atty. Katharine Klein from Kopelman and Paige
2014-041 An Order to transfer property for public way purposes

Summary: In order to create Heritage Park, and in connection with the reconfiguration of lots in Lower Millyard, the City Council shall transfer certain property for public way purposes.

Atty. Klein and Town Planner, Nipun Jain presented on the following orders: 2014-041, 2014-042, 2014-043, 2014-044, 2014-045, and 2014-046.
Councilor Lavoie entertained a motion to recommend 2014-041 back to the Municipal Council with a recommendation that it be approved with a minor enhancement that the full name of the plan be adopted. Atty. Raffa moved the motion. Att. Johnson seconded. It was voted unanimous.

2014-042 An Order to transfer property for general municipal purposes.

Summary: In order to create Heritage Park, and in connection with the reconfiguration of lots in Lower Millyard, the City Council shall transfer certain property for general municipal purposes.

Councilor Lavoie entertained a motion to recommend 2014-042 back to the Municipal Council with a recommendation that it be approved with a minor enhancement that the full name of the plan be adopted. Councilor Kelcourse moved the motion. Att. Raffa seconded. It was voted unanimous.

2014-043 An Order to transfer and Dedicate property to Park and Recreational use to be known as Heritage Park.

Summary: In order to create heritage Park, and in connection with the reconfiguration of lots in Lower Millyard, the City Council shall transfer and dedicate certain property to park and recreational use.

Councilor Lavoie entertained a motion to recommend 2014-043 back to the Municipal Council with a recommendation that it be approved as submitted. Atty. Raffa moved the motion. Councilor Bartley seconded. It was voted unanimous.
2014-044 An order to acquire certain title, rights and easements within Heritage Park, and to grant an easement for maintenance and repair

Summary: In order to create Heritage Park, the city council shall acquire any and all rights of the owner of 29 Water St insofar as they may affect Heritage Park, and grant and easement for maintenance and repair to said property owner.

Councilor Lavoie entertained a motion to recommend 2014-044 back to the Municipal Council with a recommendation that it be approved as submitted. Atty. Johnson moved the motion. Atty. Raffa seconded. It was voted unanimous.
2014-045 An Order to alter Water Street, discontinue portions of said Water Street and include a portion of Ring Street in Water St.

Summary: In order to create Heritage Park, and in connection with the reconfiguration of the lots in Lower Millyard, the city council shall alter Water St., discontinue portions of Water Street and include a portion of Ring Street in Water Street.
Councilor Lavoie entertained a motion to recommend 2014-045 back to the Municipal Council with a recommendation that it be approved with the following changes: 

In line 9 add Parcel F (highlighted)– a public way, being Parcel D, Parcel E (easement), Parcel F, Parcel G3, Parcel H, Parcel K, Parcel L, Parcel O (easement), Parcel Q (formerly a portion of Ring Street) and Parcel R, and, in connection therewith, votes to authorize the Mayor to acquire, by gift, purchase, eminent domain or otherwise:
Councilor Kelcourse moved the motion. Councilor Bartley seconded. It was voted unanimous.
2014-046 An order to vote intent to alter Water St. and discontinue portions of said Water St. and refer to Planning Board.

There was a discussion to take bill 046 before bill 041.
Councilor Lavoie entertained a motion to recommend 2014-046 back to the Municipal Council with a recommendation that it be adopted as submitted, but that it be taken before the series starting at 2014-041. Councilor Kelcourse moved the motion. Councilor Bartley seconded. It was voted unanimous.
The Committee then voted on orders 2014-041, 2014-042, 2014-043, 2014-044, and 2014-045. (As noted above.)

William Scott, Deputy Director at the Office of Community Development, gave an overview of future bill 2014-052 (Economic Incentives Strategy).
2014-003 An Ordinance to Establish a Medical Marijuana Overlay District - Councilors

Denis Nadeau, Building Commissioner, and Nipun Jain, Town Planner, spoke about both bills 2014-003 and 2014-008.
