Minutes
Tuesday, April 15, 2014, 7 p.m.
Councilor Lavoie called the meeting to order.

All members are present: Councilor Lavoie, Councilor Kelcourse, Councilor Bartley, Atty. Raffa and Atty. Johnson

William Scott, Deputy Director, Office of Community Development, was in the audience.
Councilor Lavoie entertained a motion to accept the minutes from February 19, 2014; March 4, 2014; March 18, 2014; and April 1, 2014 with modifications made for the following: Kopelman and Paige’s name to be spelled correctly and identify that Atty. Klein is from Kopelman and Paige. Councilor Kelcourse moved the motion. Atty. Raffa seconded. It was voted unanimous.
2014-052A An Order that the Amesbury City Council hereby adopts the Tax Increment Financing Guidelines titled City of Amesbury Economic Incentives Guidelines dated March 2014 for the purpose of providing policy, criteria, and process guidance for the review and action by the City of Amesbury regarding Tax Increment Financing Development Incentives Program. The above referenced guidelines result from the report issued to the City Council at the Meeting March 11, 2014 titled The City of Amesbury Economic Incentives Strategy, An Approach to Leverage Positive Economic Growth March 2014 - Mayor Gray Sponsor

William Scott, Deputy Director, Office of Community Development, presented the TIF finance guidelines including: local guidelines, application guidelines, state requirements, locations, incentives, processes, and terms of an agreement.  
Councilor Lavoie entertained a motion that 2014-052A be sent back to the Municipal Council with a recommendation to be adopted with the change proposed by Mr. Scott that appears on page 11 section 7 (see below). 
The Amesbury Economic Incentives Committee, (AEIC) shall be designated by the Mayor to review project applications and make recommendation for action. The Mayor’s appointments shall consist of the Finance Director, the Assessor, Director of the Office of Community and Economic Development or their designee, and one member representing a local economic development organization.
Two members of the City of Amesbury City Council shall be appointed by the City Council, and a member of the Planning Board shall appointed by the Planning Board. All seven appointments shall be considered for each of the above positions every two years, in March, commensurate with first year of the term for the Mayor and City Council. The AEIC shall create and as may be required amend bylaws and administrative forms to establish operational parameters and rules of order within the context of these Guidelines.
Atty. Johnson moved the motion. Councilor Kelcourse seconded. It was voted unanimous.

2014-060 An Order to request the City Council vote to authorize the Mayor to surplus, procure a redevelopment proposal, and then sell the public property known as the 22 Water Street, Amesbury, Massachusetts, the site of the current Salt Shed for the Department of Public Works. Identified as Map 53, Lots 102 by the City Assessor’s Office. The site consists of 22,250 square feet of land. The actions stated herein shall not include the linear portion of the parcel along the Back River which parallels the current location of the bike trail, this parcel will be retained for the public park and bike trail purposes. And as further shown on the attached plan Titled 22 Water Parcel and Context which is attached hereto and incorporated hereon by reference - Mayor Gray Sponsor
William Scott, Deputy Director, Office of Community Development, spoke about the Salt Shed property. This action is being done to begin the process to put it out for requests for proposals. It is part of the redevelopment of the Lower Millyard.
Councilor Lavoie entertained a motion that 2014-060 be sent back to the Municipal Council with a recommendation to be adopted with a change on 3rd line in the summary remove typographical error (change to “the” not “t5he”). Councilor Kelcourse moved the motion. Atty. Raffa seconded. It was voted unanimous. 
2014-061 An Order to request the City Council vote to authorize the Mayor to surplus, procure a redevelopment proposal, and then sell the public property known as the Horace Mann Building being of approximately 13,844.3 square feet as located at 8-10 Congress Street, Amesbury, Massachusetts. Identified as Map 54, Lots 14 and 14A by the City Assessor’s Office. The site consists of 28,689 square feet (0.66 acre) of land. Which consists of two tax parcels. The larger tax parcel contains 23,239 square feet with127.2 feet of frontage on the southeast side of Congress Street and 182.15 feet on the southwest side of True’s Court. This parcel is shown in Plan Book 1885, Plan 149, recorded in 1907 at the South Essex District Registry of Deeds. And as further shown on the attached plan titled Subject Site from Assessors Records which is attached hereto and incorporated hereon by reference - Mayor Gray Sponsor

William Scott, Deputy Director, Office of Community Development, talked about rehabbing the building.
Councilor Kelcourse asked about residential development in that building.

Councilor Bartley spoke about traffic in that area.

Councilor Lavoie entertained a motion that 2014-061 be sent back to the Municipal Council with a recommendation to be approved with the change of the typographical error in the 3rd line (13,844.3). Atty. Johnson moved the motion. Councilor Bartley seconded. It was voted unanimous.
2014-062 An Order to request the City Council vote to authorize the Mayor to surplus, procure a redevelopment proposal, and then sell the public property known by the Unit Deed of the Carriage Lofts Condominium, as cited in the Essex South Registry of Deeds, Book 2454 Page 580 known as The Gallery Space, containing 3,851 square feet more or less as shown in the Gallery Space Plans which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference. The space is further described as located in Unit 14 of the Carriage Lofts Building located at 37 Millyard in the City of Amesbury - Mayor Gray Sponsor 
William Scott, Deputy Director, Office of Community Development spoke about the possible uses for the property, including disabled units and unit types.
An audience member spoke. She did not identify herself for the audio. 
Councilor Kelcourse thanked her as Mrs. Bell.

Councilor Lavoie entertained a motion that 2014-062 be sent back to the Municipal Council with a recommendation to be approved as submitted. Atty. Johnson moved the motion. Councilor Bartley seconded. It was voted unanimous.
2014-059 An Order that the City Council authorizes the Mayor to enter into an inter-municipal agreement for the acceptance of veterans’ services from the City of Newburyport - Mayor Gray Sponsor

Councilor Lavoie briefly went over the material submitted. This was submitted last session with a different a configuration. 
Councilor Kelcourse said it appears everything is in order.

Councilor Lavoie entertained a motion that 2014-059 be sent back to the Municipal Council with a recommendation to be approved as submitted. Councilor Kelcourse moved the motion. Atty. Johnson seconded. It was voted unanimous.
