Ordinance Committee
Minutes
Tuesday, May 20, 2014, 7 p.m.
Councilor Lavoie called the meeting to order at 7:14 p.m.
Members present: Councilor Lavoie, Councilor Kelcourse, Councilor Bartley, Atty. Raffa

Member absent: Atty. Johnson

Claude Gonthier is attending in the audience.
Councilor Lavoie entertained a motion to accept the minutes from April 15, 2014 as presented. Councilor Kelcourse moved the motion. Atty. Bartley seconded. It was voted unanimous.
2014-067 An Ordinance to Mandatory Recycling (define) with Recycling Enforcement: Violations & Penalties - Mayor Gray sponsor
Councilor Lavoie stated this is a comprehensive bill.
Councilor Lavoie entertained a motion that 2014-067 be sent back to the Municipal Council with a recommendation to be adopted as submitted. Councilor Kelcourse moved the motion. Atty. Raffa seconded. It was voted unanimous. 

2014-070 An Order to acquire an Easement for the Widening of Ellis Court (which shall not be part of the public way) and an Easement in a Snow Storage Area. - Mayor Gray sponsor
The committee would like a representative from the Planning department (specifically Nipun Jain) to attend the next meeting to discuss this bill.
Councilor Lavoie entertained a motion that 2014-070 be tabled until the next meeting of the Ordinance Committee at which time the City Planner, Nipun Jain, will be asked to appear and speak on its behalf. Councilor Kelcourse moved the motion. Atty. Raffa seconded. It was voted unanimous.
2014-071 An Ordinance to Establish a Commercial Fashion Center Overlay District - Mayor Gray sponsor

Councilor Lavoie would like Nipun Jain to discuss this with the Committee further.
Atty. Raffa called out corrections that needed to me made to the order.
Councilor Lavoie entertained a motion that 2014-071 be tabled until the next meeting in order to accommodate a presentation by the City Planner; and in the interim the Clerk’s Office should type a memo from the Ordinance Committee to the City Planner calling out the corrections and typographicals. Councilor Kelcourse moved the motion. Atty. Raffa seconded. It was voted unanimous.
2014-073 An Order to request the City Council vote to create a Disposition Committee as outlined in the document titled Amesbury Disposition Committee Bylaws, which is attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference - Mayor Gray sponsor
Councilor Lavoie said Mr. Scott spoke to the Council about this at a prior meeting.

Claude Gonthier spoke, however it was inaudible.

Councilor Kelcourse asked if this order was necessary. There was a discussion between Councilor Lavoie and Councilor Kelcourse regarding the bill’s necessity.

Councilor McClure said that this order represents an attempt of transparency so that the public is aware that a piece of property in their neighborhood is being sold. This is a way of getting the public involved.

Councilor Lavoie said this is a mechanism to ensure that these matters are held in a logical and consistent manner.

Councilor Kelcourse said doesn’t think its good policy.
Claude Gonthier spoke again, but wasn’t on microphone and therefore was inaudible.

Atty. Raffa and Councilor Kelcourse called out the typographicals.
Councilor Lavoie suggested a special meeting be held for this on June 10, 2014 at 6:15 p.m. to hear from Bill Scott.
Councilor Lavoie entertained a motion that 2014-073 be tabled to a Special Ordinance Committee Meeting to be held on June 10 at 6:15 p.m., for the purpose of hearing from Mr. Scott; and in the interim Councilor Lavoie will meet with Mr. Scott and go over the items talked about tonight. Councilor Kelcourse moved the motion. Atty. Raffa seconded. It was voted unanimous. 

2014-074 An Order to request the City Council vote to dissolve the Committee known as the Energy Task Force, established in October of 2008, and create in its place the Amesbury Energy Committee, hereafter known as the AEC - President McMilleon, Mayor Gray sponsor, Councilor Ferguson.
Atty. Raffa called out the typographicals.
Atty. Raffa motioned that 2014-074 be sent back to the Municipal Council with a recommendation to accept subject to making the corrections identified below:

Amesbury Energy Committee ByLaw, Page 1, A. Purpose, Line 7 – omit the second “period” after AEC

Amesbury Energy Committee ByLaw, Page 1, A. Purpose, Second Paragraph, Line 1 and 2 – change to read “a term of three years; and add a comma after “appointment schedule” in line 2 – should read as follows: 
The appointments for the above members shall be for a term of three years. However to provide a staggered appointment schedule, the first year shall have two members with a one year appointment…

Amesbury Energy Committee ByLaw, Page 2, B. Organization, Number 2, A and B – change the words “Board of Selectmen” to the word “Mayor” in both instances.

Amesbury Energy Committee ByLaw, Page 6, G. AEC Mission, Paragraph 3 – omit comma after the word “City” – should read as follows:

To achieve these goals, the AEC is to become the energy hub for the City by providing the following:
Councilor Kelcourse seconded. It was voted unanimous.
Councilor Lavoie entertained a motion to adjourn at 8:30 p.m. Councilor Bartley moved the motion. Atty. Raffa seconded. It was voted unanimous.

The meeting adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
