Minutes
Tuesday, May 27, 2014, 7 p.m.
Councilor McClure called the meeting to order at 7 p.m.

Roll Call was taken.
Present: Councilor Lavoie, Councilor Moavenzadeh, Councilor Sherwood, Councilor Bartley, Councilor Ferguson, Councilor Kelcourse, and Councilor McClure
Absent: Councilor Sickorez and Councilor McMilleon
Councilor McClure made a motion to accept the minutes of April 22, 2014 as submitted. Councilor Ferguson moved the motion. Councilor Bartley seconded. It was voted unanimous.

2014-067 An Ordinance to Mandatory Recycling (define) with Recycling Enforcement: Violations & Penalties - Mayor Gray sponsor
Laurie Pierce, from the DPW, presented the proposed ordinance for a mandatory recycling program.
The City received 25,000 grant from the Ma. D.E.P. last fall to hire an enforcement coordinator for an 18 month period. She doesn’t feel the position would need to be extended past the 18 month period given in the grant.

Councilor Ferguson asked about weekly recycling options.

Councilor Kelcourse asked about the penalty section of the order.

Councilor Lavoie asked about the reference to curbside recycling. He asked if it was new or rewritten. Laurie Peirce said that this is new and it is asking for enforcement.

Laurie Pierce spoke about the Organics Program and the next steps would be in households in 2018.

Councilor McClure is concerned about the criminal complaint area of the order.
Councilor Kelcourse would like to see the fees increased before there is a criminal complaint filed.

There was a discussion on the fines and criminal complaint section of the order.

Councilor Lavoie asked about an implementation plan/date. Laurie Pierce said it will start to be enforced on Jan. 1, 2015.
Councilor Lavoie made a motion to send 2014-067 back to the Municipal Council with a recommendation to be adopted as submitted with the exception that on the last page, Violations & Penalties, that the second offense be $100.00; the third offense be $250.00; the fourth offense be $500.00 fine plus a criminal complaint; and then add a provision that this penalty section shall become effective on January 1, 2015. Councilor Kelcourse seconded. It was voted unanimous. 

2014-069 An Ordinance to Accept Two (2) Mass DEP Grants awarded to the City - Mayor Gray sponsor
Laurie Pierce, DPW, presented. The City would spend $34,300 in matching funds.
Councilor Sherwood asked about the 18 month position.
Councilor Ferguson completely supports this and thanked Laurie Pierce for her work on the grant.

Laurie Pierce said the Council may have a copy of the implementation plan should they chose to have one.

Councilor Kelcourse made a motion to send 2014-069 back to the Municipal Council with a recommendation to be adopted as submitted. Councilor Ferguson seconded. It was voted unanimous.
