Councilor Lavoie called the meeting to order at 6:18 p.m.

Members present: Councilor Lavoie, Councilor Bartley, Atty. Raffa, Atty. Johnson, Councilor Kelcourse
Member absent: none
William Scott was in the audience.

2014-071 An Ordinance to Establish a Commercial Fashion Center Overlay District - Mayor Gray sponsor

William Scott said that the Planning Board approved this unanimously and will be giving recommendations to the Municipal Council (with minor language changes). He reviewed some of the changes to the language in the ordinance.
Councilor Bartley handed a copy of the ordinance to William Scott so grammatical changes could be made.
Atty. Johnson asked for building height limitations to be added.
Councilor Lavoie entertained a motion that 2014-071 be sent back to the Municipal Council with a recommendation that it be altered in the manner presented to the Ordinance Committee along with a 55 foot height and the grammatical changes submitted by Councilor Bartley. Councilor Bartley moved the motion. Atty. Johnson seconded. It was voted unanimous.

2014-073 An Order to request the City Council vote to create a Disposition Committee as outlined in the document titled Amesbury Disposition Committee Bylaws, which is attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference - Mayor Gray sponsor

William Scott presented.

Councilor Kelcourse asked if this should be considered an ad-hoc committee.

Councilor Lavoie entertained a motion that 2014-073 be sent back to the Municipal Council with a recommendation to be approved as discussed at the Ordinance Committee meeting as shown in the corrected version with the inclusion of sub part “H” as provided to them by Mr. Scott in email dated June 4, 2014. Atty. Johnson moved the motion. Councilor Bartley seconded. It was voted unanimous. 

2014-081 – An Ordinance to create the Amesbury Town Park.

Summary: To designate an area of property on Friend Street as the Amesbury Town Park and to dedicate it as a Public Park in accordance with MGL Chapter 45 Section 3.

2014-082 – An Ordinance to create the Collins Avenue Park.

William Scott presented.

Councilor Lavoie asked if there were any questions or concerns. There were none.
