Councilor Lavoie called the meeting to order.
Members present were: Atty. Leonard Johnson, Councilor Lavoie, Councilor Bartley, Atty. Bethany Raffa, and Councilor Bezanson

2014-116 An Ordinance to create a Special Event Permit Process - Councilors Sherwood, Lavoie and Ferguson sponsor

Councilor Lavoie told the Committee about the background of this ordinance.

Jonathan Sherwood, District 6 City Council member, spoke about the purpose of this ordinance.

Councilor Bartley suggested making a 1 (one) page application form. Councilor Bezanson agreed.

Jonathan Sherwood and Councilor Lavoie explained that there will be an application drafted. 
Jack Morris said that the Mayor’s office generally gets departments together to go over concerns before events.

Evan Kenney, Mayoral Aide, asked to take a few of the ordinances out of order.

2015-029 An Order to authorize the Mayor, on behalf of the City, to submit a Petition to the General Court of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts to enact an Act creating a new regional veterans’ services district – Mayor Gray sponsor

Kevin Hunt, Veterans Agent, presented. He said this ordinance adds Salisbury into the intermunicipal agreement.
James Thivierge, 8 School St., told the Committee his concerns regarding the ordinance.

Kevin Hunt explained the Home Rule Petition to the Committee.
Atty. Raffa suggested edits to the document.

Atty. Len Johnson moved that 2015-029 be sent to the City Council for approval as presented. Councilor Bartley seconded. It was voted unanimous.

2015-030 An Order to authorize the Mayor to enter into an intermunicipal agreement by and between the City of Amesbury, the City of Newburyport, the Town of Merrimac, and the Town of Salisbury for the provision of veterans’ services – Mayor Gray sponsor

Atty. Len Johnson moved that 2015-030 be sent to the City Council for approval as presented. Atty. Bethany Raffa seconded. It was voted unanimous.

2015-031 An Order to authorize the Mayor, on behalf of the City, to renew an intermunicipal agreement by and between the City of Amesbury and the Town of Salisbury for the provision of public health services – Mayor Gray sponsor

Jack Morris, Regional Health Director, presented.
Atty. Len Johnson moved that 2015-031 be sent to the City Council for approval as drafted. Councilor Bartley seconded. It was voted unanimous.
The Committee then moved back to 2014-016.

The Committee reviewed each page, and discussed the issues as outlined by each member. Typographical corrections were made.
Atty. Bethany Raffa moved that 2014-116 be sent to the City Council for adoption as submitted with the exception of those typographical corrections that were discussed at the April 22, 2015, Ordinance Meeting. Councilor Bezanson seconded. It was voted unanimous.

Councilor Lavoie entertained a motion to accept the Minutes from March 18, 2015, as presented. Atty. Johnson moved the motion. Atty. Raffa seconded. It was voted unanimous.
