Councilor McClure called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.
Present: Councilor Bartley, Councilor Ferguson, Councilor Bezanson, Councilor McMilleon, Councilor Moavenzadeh, Councilor Sherwood, Councilor McClure; and Councilor Lavoie arrived at 7:08 p.m.
Absent: Councilor Sickorez
At the Budget meeting of the Amesbury Finance Committee held on May 28, 2015, the following actions were taken:

Councilor Sherwood read the budget recommendations into the record.

Councilor Ferguson objected to School.

Councilor Lavoie objected to Capital.

Councilor Ferguson moved all unquestioned budget items to be approved as submitted, with the exception of School and Capital. Councilor McMilleon seconded. A roll call vote was taken. It was approved unanimously (8 present).

Councilor Lavoie moved to recommend Capital as submitted. Councilor Bartley seconded. It was voted unanimously (8 present).

Councilor Ferguson moved to recommend School at $29,247,025 as submitted by the School Committee. Councilor Sherwood seconded. A roll call vote was taken. 3 – YES (Lavoie, Ferguson, Sherwood) and 5 – NO (Bezanson, McMilleon, Moavenzadeh, Bartley, McClure) Motion failed.

Councilor McMilleon moved to recommend School as submitted. Councilor Bartley seconded. A roll call vote was taken. 6 – YES (Bezanson, Lavoie, McMilleon, Moavenzadeh, Bartley, McClure) and 2 – NO (Ferguson, Sherwood)

Councilor Sherwood moved to recommend 2015-001 for a total appropriation of $59,186,067, as submitted. Councilor Ferguson seconded. It was voted unanimously (8 present). 

The City Council will hold the Public Hearing and vote on the above budget at their regularly scheduled meeting on June 9, 2015, at 7 p.m., in the City Hall Auditorium, 62 Friend Street.
