Councilor McClure called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m.

Roll call was taken. 

Members present were: Councilor Bartley, Councilor McMilleon, Councilor Moavenzadeh, Councilor Ferguson, Councilor Sherwood, Councilor McClure, Councilor Lavoie, Councilor Bezanson and Councilor Sickorez.

Councilor McClure entertained a motion to accept the minutes from May 13, 14, 18, 19, 21, 26, 27, and 28, 2015, as submitted. Councilor Ferguson moved the motion. Councilor McMilleon seconded. It was voted unanimous.

2015-045 An Order to authorize a transfer between General Department Funds - Mayor Sponsor

Summary: Transfer $39,800 between General Department funds to cover FY15 expenditures.
Chuck Benevento explained there were five (5) transfer requests.

James Thivierge, 8 School St., said there is $5,440 over the appropriation in the reserve fund. He also questioned the definition of reserve fund (unforeseen and extraordinary).

Chuck Benevento explained that the amount will change before the Council Meeting in July.
Councilor Ferguson made a motion to send 2015-045 back to the City Council with a recommendation for approval, but not to exceed the then available balance of the reserve account; and for a Public Hearing on July 14, 2015. Councilor Sickorez seconded. It was voted unanimous.
2015-049
 An Order to authorize a transfer of the care, custody, and control of certain property, known as the Titcomb Pit Landfill, as currently held by the Mayor, to the Mayor for the purpose for which it is currently held and for the additional purpose of leasing for renewable energy installation.
Tom Barrasso answered various questions from the Committee.

Councilor Ferguson thanked all involved.

Councilor Sherwood asked about the permitting process costs. Mr. Barrasso said that would not be a cost incurred by the City.

Councilor McClure asked if there was a downside. Mr. Barrasso said it was a win/win situation.

Councilor Lavoie said that the City’s lawyers have been helping with the RFP and the agreements within this ordinance.
James Thivierge, 8 School St., spoke about the landfill and monitoring overtime.
Councilor Sherwood made a motion to send 2015-049 back to the City Council with a recommendation for approval as submitted and for a Public Hearing on July 14, 2015. Councilor McMilleon seconded. It was voted unanimous.
