Councilor McClure called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Roll call was taken.
Members present were: Councilor Bartley, Councilor McMilleon, Councilor Ferguson, Councilor Sherwood, Councilor McClure, Councilor Lavoie, and Councilor Sickorez.

Councilor Bezanson and Councilor Moavenzadeh had excused absences. 

Councilor McClure entertained a motion to accept the minutes from June 29, 2015, as submitted. Councilor McMilleon moved the motion. Councilor Bartley seconded. It was voted unanimous.

2015-061 An Order that the Amesbury City Council hereby takes the following actions as individually cited below for the purpose of collectively approving a Tax Increment Financing incentive for DesignWerkes as described herein and further described in the attachments which are incorporated herein by reference.
William Scott distributed handouts and presented a PowerPoint presentation for the Committee. A copy of the presentation is on file and available for viewing at the City Clerk’s Office.
Steven Kille, owner of Designwerkes, presented. His business will be relocated to 2 Industrial Way. 

Mr. Kille gave a brief history of his business, what it manufactures, and how it is expanding. He intends to make the building a state of the art manufacturing facility. He said that this property offers him that.
William Scott explained the zoning map to the Committee.
Councilor Sickorez made a motion to send 2015-061 back to the City Council with a recommendation for approval, and for a Public Hearing on August 6, 2015. Councilor Sherwood seconded. It was voted unanimous (7 present).

2015-048 An Order to Establish a Special Education Stabilization Fund – Councilor Bezanson and Councilor Lavoie sponsor

Councilor Lavoie explained the purpose of having stabilization fund.
Councilor Sherwood asked if it would interact with reimbursement (circuit breaker).
Councilor McMilleon suggested this be continued to the Finance Committee meeting in September in order to obtain information about stabilization funds from North Andover. He would also like to ask Kevin Pierce and Deirdre Farrell for their opinions as well.
Councilor Sherwood made a motion to continue 2015-048 to the next Finance Committee meeting on September 22, 2015, in order to obtain additional information from other communities, and ask Kevin Pierce and Deirdre Farrell attend. Councilor Sickorez seconded. It was voted unanimous (7 present).

2015-054 An Order to request the City Council to vote to authorize the establishment of a revolving fund with an annual budget for the Council on Aging. – Mayor sponsor

James Thivierge, 8 School St., said he did some work researching stabilization funds, and noted Hingham has done the same thing. Pursuant to the revolving fund, he advocated that this (and all revolving funds) be reauthorized annually. He is in favor of it with certain caveats. 
Councilor Sherwood made a motion to send 2015-054 back to the City Council with a recommendation for approval, and for a Public Hearing on August 6, 2015. Councilor McMilleon seconded. It was voted unanimous (7 present).
Councilor McMilleon motioned to adjourn at 8:15 p.m. Councilor Sickorez seconded. It was voted unanimous (7 present).
