Chairman Lavoie called the meeting to order at 6:15 p.m.

Members present were: Councilor Lavoie, Councilor Bartley and Attorney Raffa
Members absent were: Councilor Bezanson and Attorney Johnson 
There were no minutes for approval.
2015-081 An Order of the City Council to Amend Bill No. 1998-140 Establishing the Traffic and Transportation Commission and to Repeal Bill No. 2001-35 Amending the Authority and Duties of the Traffic and Transportation Commission.
Mayor C. Kenneth Gray, sponsor.

Councilor Lavoie outlined the major points of the ordinance. 
Evan Kenney, Mayor’s Aide, ran through his outline of changes to the ordinance. He had no objection to change it from a 30 day appeal period to a 60 day appeal period. He thanked Mr. Eby for all that he’s done on the Traffic and Transportation Commission. He had no objection to having the DPW Director serve on the Commission. Mr. Kenney said he had intentionally left having abutter notifications added into the ordinance so there would be flexibility for the Commission to try different methods.
Councilor Lavoie said it is important that there is a standard set about sending abutter notifications, and that there should be abutter notifications sent out.
Councilor Ferguson sent a letter out because she had concerns about the legislation. She explained the processes of the Commission. She felt this legislation was being rushed due to a complaint from a business owner. She explained why Clark Street was changed to a one-way. She agrees with the 60 day appeal period.
Councilor Bartley said adding a member of the Fire Department to the Committee is a good idea.

Evan Kenney, Mayor’s Aide, said there was no objection to adding someone from the Fire Department to the Committee.

Councilor Lavoie went through each page and made edits to the document.
Councilor Lavoie entertained a motion to recommend that the City Council adopt 2015-081 as revised initially by the red-line as further affected by the discussions that evening. Councilor Bartley moved the motion. Atty. Raffa seconded. It was voted unanimous.  
Councilor Lavoie entertained motioned to adjourn at 7 p.m. Councilor Bartley moved the motion. Atty. Raffa seconded. It was voted unanimous (3 present).

The meeting adjourned at 7 p.m.
