Councilor Lavoie called the meeting to order at 7:15 p.m.
Roll Call was taken. Members present were: Councilor Bartley, Councilor Einson, Councilor Lavoie, Councilor Scorzoni, Councilor Sickorez, and Councilor Stanganelli

Members absent were: Councilor McClure, Councilor McMilleon, and Councilor Sherwood

Councilor Sickorez moved to accept the minutes of January 26, 2016, as submitted. Councilor Bartley seconded. It was voted unanimous. 

2016-018 An Order to authorize the Mayor to accept and expend a grant in the amount of $37,711 from the Josetta Fund for the purpose of procuring a new K-9 cruiser. – Mayor Gray Sponsor

Summary: The Josetta Fund has generously gifted this grant to the City for the purchase of a new K-9 cruiser. The IRS recognizes the Josetta Fund as a tax-exempt nonprofit organization pursuant to section 501C (3) of the Internal Revenue Code.
Kevin Ouellet, Chief of Police, presented. He explained how the grant was procured. 
Councilor Sickorez moved to recommend to the City Council that 2016-018 be approved as submitted and for a public hearing on March 8, 2016. Councilor Bartley seconded. It was voted unanimous (6 present).

2016-020 An Order to appropriate an insurance payment in the amount of $39,900 from MIIA per MGL CH44; §53. – Mayor Gray Sponsor

Summary: Amesbury has been reimbursed from Massachusetts Inter-local Insurance Association for Claim No. M15AP92330, damage to a front-line cruiser, 2010 Ford CV, -110633, DOL 12/20/2015.

Councilor Stanganelli moved to recommend to the City Council that 2016-020 be accepted as presented and for a public hearing on March 8, 2016. Councilor Sickorez seconded. It was voted unanimous (6 present).
