Tuesday, March 22, 2016, 7 p.m.

Councilor McMilleon called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
Roll Call was taken. Members present were: Councilor Bartley, Councilor Einson, Councilor McMilleon, Councilor Sherwood, Councilor Sickorez, Councilor Stanganelli, Councilor Scorzoni, and Councilor Lavoie arrived at 7:04 p.m.
Members absent were: Councilor McClure 

2016-024 An Order to authorize the Mayor to accept and expend a Massachusetts Working on Wellness grant in the amount of $10,000 from Health Resources in Action Inc. for the purpose of promoting employee wellness in the City and in the Amesbury Public School District. – Mayor Gray Sponsor

Cindy Yetman, Wellpower Committee member, presented. She gave a brief overview of the Committee’s accomplishments and the purpose of the grant.
Jayne Schmitz, MIIA Wellness Program Specialist, spoke of the financial program that was offered recently.
Councilor Stanganelli moved to recommend to the City Council that 2016-024 be approved as submitted. Councilor Sherwood seconded. It was voted unanimous (8 present).

Councilor Sherwood moved to accept the minutes of February 23, 2016, as submitted. Councilor Sickorez seconded. It was voted unanimous (8 present). 
John Sullivan, Senior Shareholder at Melanson & Heath, presented. He passed out a handout to the members of the Council. He went through the handout which included a timeline of budgetary events from March 13, 2013 through January 13, 2016. A copy of this printout is at the Clerk’s Office and is available for viewing. A discussion followed. Councilor Sherwood, Scorzoni, Lavoie, (McClure’s questions were read by Councilor McMilleon in her absence), Einson, Stanganelli all asked Mr. Sullivan and Mayor Gray for clarification on what was presented to them. 
2016-025 An Order to authorize the Mayor to accept and expend a Community Compact grant in the amount of $15,000 from the Massachusetts Executive Office of Administration and Finance. – Mayor Gray Sponsor
Evan Kenney, Chief of Staff, presented both 2016-025 and 2016-027 together. He said there are no matching funds required for either of the grants.
Councilor Sherwood moved to recommend to the City Council that 2016-025 be approved as submitted. Councilor Scorzoni seconded. It was voted unanimous (8 present).

2016-027 An Order to authorize the Mayor to accept and expend a Community Compact grant in the amount of $40,000 from the Massachusetts Executive Office of Administration and Finance – Mayor Gray Sponsor

Councilor Sherwood moved to recommend to the City Council that 2016-027 be approved as submitted. Councilor Stanganelli seconded. It was voted unanimous (8 present).

2016-030 An Order to appropriate the sum of $30,000 from the Smart Growth Stabilization Fund (7301) for engineering and survey services related to the City-owned property at 116 Whitehall Road. – Mayor Gray sponsor
Evan Kenney, Chief of Staff, presented. He said this will fund the engineering and some of the pre-permitting work to make that site more marketable and see what can be built on the property.
William Scott, Director of Community and Economic Development, explained that this is to prepare it for the eventual sale and recapture the purchase price.

Councilor Sickorez moved to recommend to the City Council that 2016-030 be approved as submitted. Councilor Bartley seconded. It was voted unanimous (8 present).

2016-031 An Order to authorize the Mayor to accept and expend a grant in the amount of $23,250 from the Pre-Disaster Mitigation program for the completion of the All Hazards Plan, further that $7,000 is appropriated from the balance of 40R funds ($100,000) to provide the match for said grant. – Mayor Gray sponsor
William Scott, Director of Community and Economic Development, passed out an amended version of 2016-030 which is on file at the City Clerk’s office for viewing. He went over the amendments with the members of the Committee.
Councilor Sherwood moved to recommend to the City Council that 2016-031 be approved as amended. Councilor Stanganelli seconded. It was voted unanimous (8 present).

Councilor Sickorez moved to adjourn at 9:15 p.m. Councilor Lavoie seconded. It was voted unanimously.
