Councilor McClure called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
Roll Call was taken. Members present were: Councilor Sickorez, Councilor Bartley, Councilor Einson, Councilor McMilleon, Councilor Stanganelli, Councilor McClure; Councilor Lavoie arrived at 7:02 p.m., Councilor Scorzoni arrived at 7:08 p.m. and Councilor Sherwood arrived at 7:09 p.m.
Councilor McMilleon moved to accept the minutes of April 26, 2016, as submitted. Councilor Sickorez seconded. It was voted unanimous (7 present).

2016-045 An Order to appropriate $200,000 from Free Cash for the repair and maintenance of streets. Mayor Gray Sponsor

Evan Kenny, Chief of Staff, presented. There was a handout given to the Committee listing the 2016 Projects. A copy is on file in the City Clerk’s Office for viewing.

Councilor McMilleon asked the Mayor’s office for a list of the projects in the Chapter 90 Existing Projects section of the handout ($114,433.18).
Councilor Lavoie asked the Mayor’s for balance in Free Cash after the appropriation of the $200,000 requested.

Councilor Stanganelli asked the Mayor’s Office what the Meals tax has raised.

Finance recommendation: The City Council authorizes the Mayor to initiate a process to aggregate the electricity load of the residents and business in the City of Amesbury and for other related services, independently, or in joint action with other municipalities, pursuant to M.G.L. c. 164, Section 164, Subsection 134; and 
The City Council hereby authorizes the Mayor, in consultation with the Amesbury Energy Committee, and subject to the approval of a majority vote of the City Council, to take any actions and execute any documents necessary, convenient, or appropriate to accomplish the foregoing and to implement and administer the aggregation program and agreement.
Councilor Lavoie moved to recommend to the City Council that 2016-049 be approved as amended on May 25, 2016. Councilor Sickorez seconded. It was voted 8 – YES and 1 – NO (Stanganelli) 
2016-050 An Order to authorize a transfer from “School Audit” (5110) to “Legal Services” (151) for the purpose of covering unanticipated legal costs. – Mayor Gray Sponsor
Evan Kenny, Chief of Staff, presented.

Councilor McMilleon asked for an itemized list of what was spent in legal issues year to date and a list of what will be spent using this appropriation.
Councilor Lavoie would like letter from the Administration (CFO) confirming that there is least a balance of $29,100 in the School Audit line (5110).
Councilor Lavoie asked for letter from the Administration (CFO) detailing what was spent using the previous $50,000 appropriation.
Councilor Lavoie asked for a letter from the Administration (CFO) of what the balance is in the “Unforeseen” account.
The Mayor’s Office will provide the information asked for to the Council.
Councilor Stanganelli moved to recommend to the City Council that 2016-050 be approved as submitted. Councilor Sherwood seconded. It was voted 8 – YES and 1 – NO (Scorzoni) 
Councilor Sherwood moved to adjourn at 8:00 p.m. Councilor Stanganelli seconded. It was voted unanimously.
