Annual stickers allow dumping of unlimited quantities of leaves, grass, yard waste and brush. Brush is defined as
branches 1-3” in diameter and over 1’ long, and must be separated into a different pile for compost.

You can purchase a Compost Sticker at the Treasurer’s Office in City Hall or the Department of Public Works,
Monday through Friday. We cannot accept credit cards; payment can be made only by cash or personal
check, payable to ‘City of Amesbury.’ Please bring vehicle registration with you when applying for a sticker.

Sticker Pricing, Per Year:
Amesbury Residents: $20
Non-Residents: $40
Senior residents 65+ can receive ONE free compost
site usage sticker for their registered vehicle only.

Amesbury Landscaping Companies: $300
Non-Amesbury Landscaping Companies: $600

All stickers must be affixed to the vehicle on the lower right corner of the windshield,
opposite the inspection sticker.

Curbside Bagged Leaf Collection

Fall 2025 Dates: Saturday, November 15" and
Saturday, December 6" 2025

Spring 2026 Date: Saturday, May 2" 2026

Place ONLY leaves and grass clippings in brown leaf bags or loose
in a barrel. Bags must be at the curb by 6:30am.

For removal of large items such as
furniture, carpets, mirrors, refrigerators, and washer/dyers, please call G.Mello directly at 978-352-8581, or
visit their website at www.mellodisposal.com/location/amesbury/ to fill out the web form.

Cash, Visa, MasterCard, Discover and American Express are accepted. No checks.

Information from G. Mello about your trash and existing recycling containers:

Container Do’s:

Keep containers on a hard, level surface clear of
snow and other landscaping debris and no more
than 6' from edge of curb.

Please allow containers a 3' perimeter of clearance
from obstructions such as parked cars, trees,
mailboxes, and utility poles. There must also be a 15'
overhead clearance from any low hanging tree
branches or power lines, etc.

If you would like to order additional carts for
excess, please call us at 978-352-8581.

If you have more than one cart placed at the curb, please
set them side by side, with at least 3 feet of distance
between carts and with handles facing your home as
shown below.

Container Don’ts:

Containers must remain upright for collection.

Keep all materials inside the containers.

&

Do not place containers back-to-back.

Keep containers clear of all obstructions.
