2012-041    An Order to request the Municipal Council to vote to appropriate $5,900,000 for the purchasing of a parcel of land and for the designing, engineering, construction, reconstructing, equipping and furnishing of such building for use as a Department of Public Works Facility.

Summary:  The Mayor is seeking funds for the purchasing of a parcel of land and for the designing, engineering, constructing, reconstructing, equipping and furnishing of such building for use as a Department of Public Works Facility to be located at 39 South Hunt Road, Map 95/Lot 14.

Councilor Kelcourse questioned Lot 5 on Assessors Map 95 which is 56 South Hunt Road and his concerns that it is tied in together. He would like to see that stricken from the bill. 

There was lengthy discussion with audience members as to the reason this bill was before the Ordinance Committee.

Mr. Johnson moved to send this back to the Municipal Council with no recommendation. Councilor Kelcourse seconded 
Councilor Kimball stated that someone from the Administration should have been at this meeting.
Councilor Kimball moved to amend the motion with no recommendations on this bill but any further agreements in the nature of the final purchase and sale agreement for 39 South Hunt Road and the final form of amendment to the Memorandum of Understanding between Amesbury and Waste Management relative to 59 South Hunt Road that those documents be forwarded to the Ordinance Committee for review.

2012-021 An Ordinance to request that the Municipal Council vote to amend the Amesbury Zoning Bylaw and Amesbury Overlay Zoning Map

Summary: This ordinance seeks to revise Amesbury’s Zoning Bylaw to be consistent with the Massachusetts Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) Wellhead Protection (WHP) and Surface Water Source Protection (SWSP) Regulations. The revisions would combine the areas designated under Zone A and Zone II into one zone. The Interim Well Head Protection Area (IWPA) has been eliminated in its entirety and replaced with the DEP approved Zone II delineation. As suggested by DEP, Zone I has been eliminated since properties in this zone are town owned properties for public water supply purposes. Also, the language of the provisions of Sections XIV of the Bylaw is also being revised to be consistent with both he WHP and SWSP regulations.

Councilor Lavoie stated that this is intended to meet a compliance requirement. DEP basically told Amesbury that by June 30, the eight year process must be completed. This bill was filed February 3 and has been held to hear what other boards are doing with it. He stated that they have draft minutes of the Planning Board on this item from April 23, 2012 which basically states that it was moved for approval. There was question as to the impact of the change of those boundary changes for that uses that would now be nonconforming because of the changes taking place. 
Mr. Johnson stated that they should change any language in this that refers to Town to now be City.

Councilor Lavoie stated that the whole Zoning Bylaw probably needs to be reviewed.

Councilor Kelcourse moved to continue 2012-021 to the next regularly scheduled Ordinance meeting on May 15, 2012.

Mr. Johnson seconded and it was voted Unanimous.

Councilor Kelcourse moved to adjourn at 8:30 p.m. Mr. Johnson seconded and it was Unanimous.
