Councilor McClure called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m.

Roll Call was taken.
Present: Councilor Lavoie, Councilor Moavenzadeh, Councilor Bartley, Councilor Ferguson, Councilor Kelcourse, Councilor Sickorez and Councilor McClure

Absent: Councilor McMilleon and Councilor Sherwood have excused absences.
2014-112 An Order to Authorize the Mayor to enter into an intermunicipal agreement for the provision of multi-jurisdictional harbormaster services.
Evan Kenney, Mayoral Aide, City of Amesbury, presented. He explained that the Town of Salisbury and the City of Newburyport are both on board with this agreement, as well as the Police Chief and Harbormaster in Amesbury.

Councilor Ferguson asked if there would be additional costs associated and liability insurance. Mr. Kenney said insurance was covered to the best of his knowledge. Mr. Kenney responded that there should be no increased spending in the budget.
