Meeting was called to order by Councilor Sherwood at 7:05 p.m.

Members present: Councilor Sickorez, Councilor Moavenzadeh, Councilor McMilleon, Councilor Sherwood, Councilor Bartley, Councilor Bezanson, and Councilor Lavoie
Members absent: Councilor Ferguson and Councilor McClure
WHITTIER – Charles LaBella, William Derosa, Kara Kosmes and Maureen Lynch, presented the Whittier Regional Vocational Technical High School budget.
The approved FY2016 budget of $21,656,418 is an increase of 3.97% over the FY15 budget of 20,829,487. The capital expense is slightly higher than last year for the replacement of the saw dust collector and (2) two school buses.
Councilor Moavenzadeh asked about the Amesbury student enrollment, and of those students how many were special education. Mr. Derosa did not have specifics for Amesbury, but said that 25% of the student body are special education students.

Councilor Moavenzadeh asked how many Amesbury students will be attending. Mr. Derosa said 28.

Councilor Sherwood asked about the increase Instruction line item. Mr. Derosa explained that it was moved from the School Choice line item.
Councilor Lavoie noted the assessment is down. He asked for an update on the roof project. Mr. Derosa explained it is completed.
MAYOR – Chuck Benevento presented this budget. 
This is a level funded budget. There are no changes in staffing or expenses.

LEGAL – Chuck Benevento presented this budget. 

This is a level funded budget. Mr. Benevento said there may be more expenses for labor.

Councilor Bezanson recused himself.

INSPECTION – Dennis Nadeau and Chuck Benevento presented the budget.
This budget was increased by .9%. This is due to step and longevity increases.
