Members present: Councilor Bezanson, Councilor McMilleon, Councilor Sickorez, Councilor Sherwood, Councilor Bartley, Councilor McClure; and Councilor Lavoie arrived at 7:45 p.m.

COUNCIL ON AGING – Annmary Connor presented.

She is requesting an increase of $8,963 this year. The increase due to the need of new equipment (a copier) and an increase in personnel.

LIBRARY – Erin Matlin presented the budget for the Library. 

She gave a handout to the members of the committee.
The budget represents an increase of $27,515. The variance in the salaries line is due to a formula error that has been fixed and there is no additional staffing. The major change is in the materials line.

YOUTH SERVICES – Kathy Crowley presented the budget.
The increase to the budget is in salaries. 

The members of the committee asked various questions about the youth programs. 
VETERANS – Kevin Hunt presented the budget.
There is a 2.4% decrease from last year. The decrease comes from the other expenses line. There is an increase in the consultant line and that is due to the addition of an assistant position.

PLANNING BOARD AND ZONING BOARD OF APPEALS – William Scott presented the budget.
He passed out a handout to the members of the committee.

He spoke about the various projects in the City.
There is an increase in wages and a decrease in the consulting line in the CED budget.
Mr. Scott explained the need for a Project Manager position.

Councilor Sickorez asked for an update on the fashion district. Mr. Scott gave an update.

Councilor Sickorez moved to adjourn at 7:50 p.m. Councilor Bartley seconded. It was voted unanimous.
